Shechem  The valley in the middle 
שכם

The important noun שכם (shekem) means shoulder, and one's shoulder was 

considered the seat of one's burdens, whether physical or metaphorical. Curiously, 

though, the denominative verb that came from this noun, namely שכם (shakam), does 

not mean "to shoulder" in the sense of to carry something, but rather to rise early or 

to make an early start. This seems to suggest that a person's burden was 

considered a thing of voluntary dedication rather than something forced upon 

this person.
