- Moses (and Joshua) go up the mount shrouded in a 
cloud (Exodus 24:13-18)

golden calf (Exodus 32:1-6)

 - Yahweh tells Moses that the Israelites have 
corrupted themselves (Exodus 32:8)

- Yahweh has intention to stop these 
stiff-necked people from celebrating this 
festival (Exodus 32:10)

- Moses is on the mountain with the 2 tablets 
(like gifts) for the children of Israel (Exodus 
31:18)
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How Moses “Stole” Christmas

- The Whos find out that no christmas is coming.
They’ll cry boo hoo.
That’s a noise I simply must hear.
The Grinch put a hand to his ear and heard a sound 
rising over the snow.
It started low and it started to grow
(The Grinch is expecting wailing and gnashing of teeth

- This sound wasn’t sad, this sound was glad

- As they look down the mountain Joshua hears 
the noise of the people as of war in the camp 
(Exodus 32:17)

- And Joshua, upon further listening, realizes 
it’s not a sound of anger or sorrow.  You might 
say this sound wasn’t sad, this sound was glad

How Moses “Stole” Christmas

see a spritely figure manifest in their midst).
The Grinch with his cold feet in the snow puzzled ‘how could 
it be so?’

- It came without ribbons, tags, packages, boxes or bags.

- Perhaps christmas doesn’t come from a store but means a 
little bit more.

-Moses hadn’t stopped idol worship from coming 
(Exodus 20:4)
Somehow or other it came just the same.
Moses, ‘with his cold heart’, put this ‘hard-hearted, 
burdensome’ law on the people.  And yet they 
disobeyed.  How could this be so?
- Their idol worship came without physical idols from 
Egypt, it came after the plagues, crossing the red sea, the 
pillar of fire and smoke.

- Perhaps idol worship doesn’t come from the physical 
object but from inside the sinful heart of man.
